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Main problems in livestock farming

� The organic forage is not produced in sufficient amounts, the
conventional forage is used to animal feeding

� Tethering of animals in barns

� Purchasing of animals ( chicken, piglets)

� Bees swarm additionla feeding with conventional sugar

� Documentation, accounting ( animal purchasing, deseases
preventive measures, forage using)
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The factors limitting processing of products from organic
farming in Latvia

� Not sufficient volumes of produced products for processing (the many-
branched producing is typical for farms, the amount and assortment is not
sufficient in OF).

� Higher production costs and  lower productivity of animals (more frequent
the realization of fresh meat and meat semi-finished products is practise).

� Limited processing and adjuvants (suplements, processing adjuvants- yeasts,
ferments and other products).

� Lack of valuation of  raw materials and product quality in organic farming (
mikrobiological, physical – chemical indices).

� Processing enterprises are not ready to process the products from OF,
especially in mixed kind of enterprise ( economical valuation- production
costs, economical efficiency, market investigations).

� Local market for OF products (motivation of consumer to purchase
biological products).

� Special requirements for product marking.
